Page size should be A4. Manuscripts in pdf will not be accepted. 
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1. INTRODUCTION 
All main headings should display in top center of the Paragraph. The Body of article should consist; Introduction, Literature Review, Methodology, Results, Conclusion & Recommendations. Under the Introduction, authors are advised to write Problem statement, Objectives and Significance of the study. We accept manuscripts written in English Language. Use 12-point Times New Roman and single-line spacing throughout. DO NOT insert any header, footer and page numbers.
1.1 Sub Headings (Capitalize Each Word –Bold)

All sub and sub-sub headings should be under the main heading and places on top left in each paragraph. Figures and tables should be placed as close as possible to where they are mentioned in the text. Numbered as Figure 1: and Table 1: on the top center. Divide your article into clearly defined and numbered sections. Subsections should be numbered 1.1 other headings can be bulleted. Number footnotes consecutively throughout the article, using superscript Arabic numbers. Formulae and equations should be numbered.
APPENDIX 
The appendix should immediately follow the body of the paper and precede the references. If there is more than one appendix, they should be identified as A, B, etc. Formulae and equations in appendices should be given separate numbering: Eq. (A.1), Eq. (A.2), etc.; in a subsequent appendix, Eq. (B.1) and so on. Similarly for tables and figures: Table A.1; Fig. A.1, etc.
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
